He is currently an associate editor of the Transportmetrica and IET Intelligent Transport Systems journals, and an advisor for the Macao Transportation Engineer Association. Prior to his current position, he was an Associate Professor at the Nanyang Technological University, Singapore, for more than 15 years.
